For this Spring semester, your main goal will be preparing for the TOEIC.

You will need to create a new logbook, and every time you study English you should make an entry to indicate the following:

- What you have worked on
- How long you spent on each task or activity
- Any notes you took
- Any meaningful scores or results you obtained
- Any writing required

Your logbooks should be sent to me before the day of the TOEIC test, in WORD please (N.B. not PdF!)

There should be a recapitulation table at the beginning according to the model below:

TASKS & ACTIVITIES

I. CONVERSATION CLASSES

You will need to register for at least 3 hours of conversation classes with English-speaking tutors. In-person classes should be starting in the second week of February, and will take place at the Service des Langues, Building 336, Valley Campus, but online sessions might also be offered at a later stage.
